Day 1: Eilat, Wadi Rum, and Petra (1 Guide, Private Transportation) 
This morning, take a flight to Ramon airport and make your way to the Wadi 
Araba border crossing. Cross into Jordan.  

This afternoon, explore the lunar-like landscape of Wadi Rum, where T.E. 
Lawrence (of Arabia) stayed with Bedouin friends and allies during World War I. 
Discover epic sand dunes and rose-tinted mountains where Bedouin tribes still 
make camp.  

Continue to our hotel at Petra for check in. Then, enjoy the Petra by night 
experience.  

Overnight: Petra (Lunch and Dinner Included) 

 

Day 2: Petra (1 Guide, Private Transportation) 
Spend a full day exploring Petra, the legendary city of the Nabataean people. 
Hidden in deep canyons south of the Dead Sea, this remarkable site was founded 
more than 2,400 years ago. Enter the ancient city through its primary entrance, 
known as the Siq, a narrow chasm between naturally sculpted cliffs. This 
passageway, which could have been easily defended against attack by an 
invading army, ends at the glorious sight of the world-famous Treasury. Go on a 
guided visit of the expansive site, where hundreds of monuments were 
rediscovered only in 1812. Then enjoy time on your own to explore the Royal 
Tombs or the Monastery. 
 
This evening, take a local cooking class for dinner. 
 
Overnight: Petra (Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner Included) 

 

Day 3:  Madaba – Nebo /Amman  (1 Guide, Private Transportation) ​
This morning, journey north along the historic King’s Highway and make your way 
to Madaba—renowned for its exquisite Byzantine mosaics, including the famed 
6th-century mosaic map of the Holy Land. Then, visit Mt. Nebo, where tradition 
holds that Moses first glimpsed the Promised Land and where early Christian 
sanctuaries mark centuries of pilgrimage and reflection. 

Later, continue on to Jordan’s capital, Amman, a modern and culturally diverse 
city steeped in an ancient past. This afternoon meet a local journalist to hear 
about Jordanian current events. Then, head to a farewell dinner.
